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Introduction

he Indian Institute of Mass Communication (IIMC), registered
as a Society under the Societies Registration Act, 1860 (XXI
of 1860), came into existence on August 17, 1965. It was
established with the basic objective of teaching, training, and
undertaking research in the areas of media and mass communication.

The Institute began with a modest staff strength of four Professors
and one Consultant from UNESCO, besides the Director. The
Institute organized training courses for the Central and State
Information Service Officers, as well as some foreign trainees
under the Colombo Plan, and also undertook research studies on
a small scale. Over the last 60 years, the Institute has graduated
into conducting a number of specialized courses for meeting the
diverse requirements of the rapidly expanding and changing media
industry in modern times, in keeping with its original mandate “to
provide media training to the personnel of the Central and State
Governments, to make available facilities for training and research
to meet the information and publicity needs of the public and private
sector industries.”

On January 31, 2024, the institution was granted the status of
Deemed to be University under 'Distinct Category' by the Ministry
of Education, Government of India. This is an important and a new
phase in the life of the institution.

As on March 31, 2025, apart from training officers of the Indian
Information Service, the Institute is conducting a number of Post-
Graduate Diploma Courses in Print Journalism (English, Hindi,
Odia, Urdu, Marathi and Malayalam), Radio & T.V. Journalism,
Digital Media and Advertising & Public Relations. After attaining
Deemed University status in 2024, the institute commenced two
master's courses in the academic session 2024-25: MA in Media
Business Studies and MA in Strategic Communication. A number of
specialized short-term courses, ranging from one week to four weeks,
are also organized, among others for defence officers and police
officers, to meet the ever-growing training needs of communication
professionals working in various media, publicity, and operational



outfits of the Central and State Governments,
as well as Public Sector Organizations. The
Institute collaborates with different national
and international agencies for conducting
training, seminars, workshops, etc., and for
joint research projects.

In recent times, the field of mass
communication has undergone a paradigm
shift and has emerged as a major area of activity
that greatly impacts the process of decision-
making. It has rapidly acquired importance and
prominence and has become a major attraction
for students across academic disciplines.
The Information Technology revolution has
significantly contributed to the expansion and
changing contours of the mass media landscape.
This is a new reality for students, teachers, and
practitioners of the discipline. Rapidly changing
technology is transforming the very complexion
of the discipline in a manner unknown to any
other area of academic activity. The need of
the hour is undoubtedly to respond effectively
to the emerging challenges of maintaining and
enhancing the effectiveness of mass media
while simultaneously exploring and expanding
engagement with new media.

In view of the dynamic nature of the field,
the Institute continuously evaluates and revises
its course curricula so as to effectively meet
contemporary challenges thrown up by the
fast-changing environment. This ensures the
effectiveness of the courses being run by the
institute in an ever-changing scenario.

The Institute equips individuals, who
aspire to be associated with a variety of media
institutions, with the skills and techniques
required and provides them with insights
into different dimensions of the field. Every
attempt is made by the Institute to help its
students develop into useful members of
society, as the dissemination of information and
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communication is aptly considered a crucial
ingredient of the development process. This is
what gives the Institute and its alumni a distinct
identity and character.

The Institute continuously endeavours
to contribute towards the creation and
strengthening of the discipline of mass
communication not only suited for the Indian
requirements but also for those from other
developing countries. IIMC provides its
expertise and consultancy services to other
institutions, whenever such requests are
received from departments and entities of the
Central and State Governments, Public Sector
Organizations, Universities and other academic
Institutions.

With the growing popularity of the Institute’s
training activities and to meet regional
aspirations, the Institute opened, in 1993, a
Regional Campus at Dhenkanal (Odisha). The
next phase of expansion of the Institute took
place in the years 2011-12 and 2012-13. In 2011,
two new Regional Campuses of IIMC were
opened at Aizawl (Mizoram) and Amravati
(Maharashtra). In 2012, two more Regional
Campuses of [IMC were opened at Jammu
(J&K) and Kottayam (Kerala). During 2024-25,
the Regional Campuses conducted a number of
Courses - Post-graduate Diploma Courses in
Journalism (English and Odia) at the Dhenkanal
campus; Journalism in English, Hindi, and
Marathi at the Amravati campus; Journalism
in English, Malayalam and Digital Media at the
Kottayam campus, Journalism in English and PG
Diploma in Digital Media at Aizawl; Journalism
in English, Hindi, and PG Diploma in Digital
Media at Jammu.

The Institute has consistently retained its
reputation as a leading institution in the arena
of communication teaching, training, and
research.



Training of Indian Information Service Officers

Academy of the Indian Information Service

(I1S), then known as the Central Information
Service which is one of the Central Civil Services
of the Government of India. It imparts Induction
Training for the IIS Group A Officers, who are
recruited through the Combined Civil Services
Examination conducted by the UPSC. It also
conducts the Foundation Training for IIS Group
B Officers, who are recruited on the basis of prior
journalistic experience.

Through extensive consultations, the training
programme of IIS officers, which act as a link
between the Government and the people, has
been revamped and broad-based to give an
overview of the government’s functioning and
its communication setup and to give to the
officers the big picture of the media industry
in India and understand the nuances of public
communication.

The two-year Induction Training Program
for IIS Group ‘A’ follows the sandwich training
model. The Officer Trainees (OTs), who join
IIMC after completing their Foundation
Course, undergo a nine-and-half month
Professional Training programme in public
communication at the Institute. This phase of
training programme incorporates classroom
lectures, practicals, simulation exercises, site
visits, various attachments and interaction with
senior government officials and key media
professionals.

After completion of training at IIMC, the
OTs are attached to different media directorates
of the Ministry of Information & Broadcasting
to gain hands-on job exposure through On-the-

IIMC has been functioning as the Training

Job Training (OJT). During the OJT, the OTs
generally spend three months each at the major
media directorate of the Ministry such as PIB,
CBC and Prasar Bharati. This also includes a
regional attachment of one month. Finally, OTs
come back to the IIMC for the Phase-II training
of one month.

During the year 2024-25, 8 IIS Group A
OTs of the 2022 & 2023 batches completed
their Phase-I of the Induction Training and
are currently undergoing their OJT at different
Media Units of the Ministry of I&B. During the
training period, the important elements were
outstation assignments like Defence attachment
with Assam Rifles and a three-week All India
Study Tour, also called Bharat Darshan in
which the OTs visited remote places in border
areas and interacted with local communities
in collaboration with social organizations. A
four-week course in Film Appreciation and
Smartphone Film Making was also organised for
OTs at the Film and Television Institute of India
(FTII), Pune. One of the main highlights of the
training was a one-week Management module at
IIM, Indore. OTs also called on the Hon'ble Vice
President of India.

Meanwhile, 15 OTs of 2020, 2021 & 2022
batches completed their Phase-II training
in 2024. After successful completion of the
Induction Training these OTs got their first
regular postings by the Ministry of I&B.

IIMC conducted three-month Foundation
Courses for Junior Grade of IIS Group ‘B’
probationers from July 15 to October 7,2024. The
course covered basics of media, administration
and the functioning of media units. It includes
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training on communication theories, social
media, broadcasting, media laws, and regulatory
frameworks. Practical exposure through study
tours such as 10 days of All India Study Tour,
tield visits, and hands-on experience in media
units ensuring comprehensive preparation for
their future roles.

IIMC also conducted three refresher courses
for IIS Group ‘A’ and Group ‘B’ Officers at
different seniority levels. 16 officers at the
JAG level, 14 officers at the STS/JTS level and
20 IIS Group ‘B’ officers participated in the
refresher courses. These courses aim to upgrade

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the functional competencies and skill sets of
officers at various career levels, enabling them
to meet evolving challenges and opportunities
in government communication, public policy
and development.

Tentative Training Schedule till March 2025
In December 2024, the new batch of 15 OTs
of the 2009, 2023 and 2024 batches commenced
their Induction Training at IIMC.
The 9-month Foundation Course for the 29
probationers of Senior Grade of IIS Group ‘B’
commenced in December, 2024 at IIMC.

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Department of Strategic Communication

he Department of Strategic
TCommunication launched a post

graduate degree programme in the year
2024. The Programme offers a comprehensive
understanding of global strategic communication,
its relevance to nations, politics, culture,
economy and defence. The curriculum covers
emerging ICT tools, information warfare, crisis
communication, brand management, geopolitical
issues, etc. It emphasizes interdisciplinary
approach and explores strategic challenges
in the Asian region. The programme aims at
developing expertise in digital strategies for global
information warfare, crisis communication,
and effective use of advanced communication
tools. It also encourages research, applying
strategic communication theories to real-world
problems. Students gain insight into career
opportunities in national and international
strategic communication field.

The minimum eligibility for admission
to Masters in Strategic Communication is
graduation in any discipline with a minimum
55% percentage. In the first year, the intake to the
programme was done of the basis of CUET-PG
score in Mass Communication and Journalism
paper (85% weightage), and interview (15%
weightage). The total number of the seat is 40.

The first semester of the course commenced on
August 12, 2024 with 40 students from diverse
backgrounds. The second semester began on
January 6, 2025.

ince its inception, the Institute has carved out a niche for itself

in the area of media and communication education. Today,

IIMC enjoys a place of pride among the galaxy of institutions
engaged in imparting knowledge in the field of media and mass
communication. It offers various Post-graduate Diploma Courses in
Journalism - Hindi, English, Odia, Marathi, Malayalam and Urdu,
Advertising & Public Relations, Radio & TV Journalism and Digital
Media-to aspiring professionals in these disciplines.

The courses offered by the Institute represent a meaningful blend
of classroom teaching, supplemented by practical orientation through
rigorous exercises, lab journals, projects, field visits, etc. This is
intended to equip the students with the skills needed to excel in their
careers and provide them with an opportunity to relate classroom
teaching to the ground realities faced in the profession. The courses,
besides providing a professional perspective, aim at defining the role
of media professionals in society. The curricula of the courses are
continually reviewed and revised by incorporating emerging trends
and technologies in the rapidly developing field in order to maintain
the relevance of the courses even in changed circumstances. While
designing the courses, the diverse requirements of industry are
considered, so as to make the students aware of the field realities, as
well as the ethical considerations of their profession. The courses also
aim to imbue a sense of responsibility among the students, so that
they are in a position to discharge their respective roles effectively
and responsively in a multi-lingual, multi-religious and a multi-ethnic
society.

The Institute assists its students in securing internships/placements
that usually lead to gainful employment in Newspapers, TV Channels
and Media Houses, as well as Advertising and Public Relations
Agencies, through campus placements and otherwise.



Department of Hindi Journalism

The emergence of Hindi journalism began
on May 30, 1826, with the publication of
Udant Martand. Since then, Hindi journalism
has completed a journey of nearly 200 years.
During this period, stalwart journalists such
as Pandit Makhanlal Chaturvedi and Ganesh
Shankar Vidyarthi shaped its foundations.
Hindi journalism has enjoyed a glorious history,
and its present remains equally distinguished.
According to recent data, half of the ten most-
read newspapers in India are in Hindi. The two
largest dailies in the country are also published
in Hindi, each circulating approximately 4.5 to
5 million copies daily.

As per the 2001 Census, the number of
people speaking Hindi as their mother tongue
increased further by 2011—from 41.03% to
43.63%. Today, more than half of the country’s
population can speak, read, or understand
Hindi in some form. To meet the linguistic and
informational needs of this large population,
skilled young journalists proficient in Hindi are
essential. To fulfill this need, the Department
of Hindi Journalism at the Indian Institute of
Mass Communication (IIMC), New Delhi, has
been actively working.

At IIMC’s three centers—Delhi, Jammu, and
Amravati—a Postgraduate Diploma Course
in Hindi Journalism is conducted. During the
2024-25 academic session, a total of 62 students
were trained in the Hindi Journalism Department
at the main Delhi campus. Currently, over 59 of
these students are employed with prominent
media organizations.

During the 2024-25 session, trainee
journalists of the department received both
classroom instruction and practical exposure
through workshops, special lectures, and field
visits. The students published 80 lab journals as
part of their practical training. Additionally, 45
special lectures and workshops were organized.

The department made remarkable contributions
to placement activities as well and played a major
role in various institutional events. Students
actively participated in events like National Unity
Day, Swachhta Pakhwada, and Hindi Fortnight.

he foundation of Urdu Journalism in the
I Indian Institute of Mass Communication
was laid in the year 2013 with the
introduction of a diploma course. After the
successful experiment for several years, it was
converted into a Post Graduate Diploma Course
in the year 2017 like other PG Diploma courses
of IIMC. It is also a one-year course. Earlier the
intake in Urdu Journalism was 17, which has
been increased to 30 seats from the academic
session 2024-25.

The prime objective of Urdu Journalism is
to train the media professionals who can work
as per the changing needs of the technology-
driven Urdu media. The curriculum has
been designed to provide a wider perspective
on communication, emphasize the role of
journalists in promoting involvement and
participation through effective communication,
familiarize and equip them with a wide range
of skills, develop proper communication
strategies in priority areas, define opportunities
for journalists/communicators in view of the
emerging technologies, and to give exposure
to them regarding the evolving techniques of
reporting/editing/production/distribution.

T he Western Regional Campus of the Indian
Institute of Mass Communication (IIMC)
was established in 2011 at the Sant Gadge
Baba Amravati University premises. Initially, a
Postgraduate Diploma in Journalism (English)
was introduced. In 2017, a Postgraduate Diploma
in Journalism (Marathi) was launched to prepare
professionals for Marathi-language media. In
2022, a Postgraduate Diploma in Journalism
(Hindi) was introduced. All these programs
have gained high acclaim, with graduates
serving in key positions across prominent media
organizations in the country.

The campus is located at approximately 5
kms from Amravati Railway Station. It is setin a
serene, green environment within the premises of
Sant Gadge Baba Amravati University. It features
a tranquil residential setup with an academic-
cum-administrative block, separate hostels for
male and female students and other essential
facilities. The process of constructing a dedicated
campus on 15 acres of land allocated by the
Maharashtra government in the Badnera area
is underway. Initially, each journalism course
had 20 seats, but from the current academic
year, the number of seats in all programs has
increased to 30.

The campus boasts modern facilities, including
air-conditioned classrooms, a well-equipped
library, and a computer lab enriched with useful
software like Adobe Premiere, Photoshop,
InDesign and CorelDRAW. Students gain
practical experience in newspaper production
by publishing lab journals. A community radio
station has been established on the campus, and
an audio-visual studio is being set up to enable
students to create radio and television programs.

Trained and experienced faculty members
provide training in print, electronic, and digital
journalism. Guest faculty members, including
media professionals, are regularly invited to
guide the students.

Research (DECORE) conducting research/
analysis and impact assessment studies for
various Ministries & Government Departments.
DECORE has been renamed in 2024 as the
Centre for Media and Communication Research
(CEMCOR) with the grant of ‘deemed to be
university” status to the Indian Institute of Mass
Communication in New Delhi by the Ministry
of Education. PhD course work (prospective)
and the conduct of regular research talks and
seminars are new responsibilities that are
given to the CEMCOR along with the existing
responsibilities like the conduct of research
projects and training workshops. Aside from
other academic offerings, obtaining university
rank results in the establishment of additional
research and doctorate programs.

Since the inception of the IIMC the Centre
for Media and Communication Research
(CEMCOR) focuses on the systematic study
of communication and media as an integral
part of the Institute’s research agenda. The
Centre’s efforts are directed towards analyzing
mass media policies, and communication
programmes of the Government to assess
their impact on salient development issues.
The Centre has established a benchmark for
research in communication in the last 59 years
with more than 200 research studies on different
topics. The study and evaluation of media
campaigns of the media units of the Ministry of
I&B and other ministries is a consistent feature
of Centre’s research programme. The Centre

IIMC is Asia’s first Institute to have a

works though a system of collaboration with
professional communicators, academicians
and researchers who collaborate on research
initiatives and training workshops under the
Centre’s leadership.

As a deemed to be university, CEMCOR
is the nodal department responsible for the
IIMC’s upcoming PhD programme in 2025.
The core focus of the department vis-a-vis the
PhD programme is to conduct the six-month
mandatory course work for the PhD scholars.

where hundreds of languages and dialects

are spoken. Among these, Hindi has been
declared the official language of India under
Article 343 of the Constitution. In this context,
it becomes essential that Hindi is used in a
planned and systematic manner in the country’s
administrative functions. To ensure compliance
with constitutional and legal provisions related
to the official language, and to promote the
use of Hindi in the official work of the Union,
the Department of Official Language has been
established at the Indian Institute of Mass
Communication. This department is responsible
for promoting the use of Hindi within the
institute, monitoring its usage, and conducting
various related activities.

The primary objective of establishing the
Department of Official Language is to ensure
that the maximum amount of work within the
institute is conducted in Hindi. The department’s
functions are multidimensional and form
the foundation for the robust use of Hindi in
institute. According to the annual program
set by the Department of Official Language,
Ministry of Home Affairs, Government of
India, it is the department’s responsibility to
ensure that administrative work is carried out
in Hindi. Additionally, the department prepares
quarterly progress reports on the use of Hindi

In this direction, a grievance redressal
mechanism has been put in place, wherein
a Public Grievance Officer, in this instance
Registrar, IMC, has been nominated, whose
name and contact details have been given
on our website. Response to be expected by
a person lodging a grievance is within one
month and the timeline for redressal is within
three months.

Information pertaining to admissions to
various courses and recruitment to posts
as well as tender documents is uploaded
on the Institute’s website.
